After engaging with dominant ideologies and policies, the module gives students an opportunity to observe how global challenges and related ‘crises’ are conveyed through international media, such as the mainstream press, digital platforms, etc. The second part of the module will address forms of counter-narratives and resistance to hegemonic discourses; these will include actions of solidarity, advocacy, and resistance that will be analysed through the study of activism, protests, and artworks. Issues of identity formation, belonging, and citizenship will be discussed in relation to different forms of representation and communication. The module will host a series of guest lectures with experts working in and around global challenges (including NGOs, governmental organizations, collectives and artists).

It examines the journey that an object takes from being proposed by curators to acceptance into a collection, accessioning, conservation and storage, with items ranging from archaeological artefacts like Roman coins to modern clothing and digital material. It also considers the ethical, sustainability, strategic and policy issues in the various stages of this process, both from a historical and contemporary perspective.

In the first part of the module students will learn about critiques of development as a postcolonial encounter and critiques of grand narratives of economic development. The next part of the module covers the different schools of just development thought and the contestations between them. Students will explore contemporary approaches from social justice, feminism, race theory, environmentalism, indigenous studies, and decolonial theory.In the final part of the module through case studies on global development challenges, students will explore the extent to which politics and justice forms a key element of sustainable development and appreciate the linkages between politics, governance and practical applications for envisaging just futures for people and the planet.
